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THIS AGREEMENT effective as of the 1st day of April, 2019

Between:

LOCAL HEALTH INTEGRATION NETWORK
(the “LHIN”)
AND
Mennonite Brethren Senior Citizens Home - Tabor Manor
(the “HSP”)

Background

This service accountability agreement, entered into pursuant to the Local Health System
Integration Act, 2006 (“LHSIA”), reflects and supports the commitment of the LHIN and
the HSP to, separately, jointly, and in cooperation with other stakeholders, work diligently
and collaboratively toward the achievement of the purpose of LHSIA, namely “to provide
for an integrated health system to improve the health of Ontarians through better access
to high quality health services, co-ordinated health care in local health systems and
across the province and effective and efficient management of the health system at the
local level by local health integration networks”.

The HSP and the LHIN, being committed to a health care system as envisioned by LHSIA,
intend to cooperate to advance the purpose and objects of LHSIA and the further
development of a patient-centered, integrated, accountable, transparent, and evidence-
based health system contemplated by LHSIA. They will do so by such actions as:
supporting the development and implementation of sub-regions and Health Links to
facilitate regional integrated health care service delivery; breaking down silos that inhibit
the seamless transition of patients within the health care system; striving for the highest
quality and continuous improvement in the delivery of health services and in all aspects
of the health system, including by identifying and addressing the root causes of health
inequities, and by improving access to primary care, mental health and addiction services
and wait times for specialists; and otherwise striving for the highest quality and continuous
improvement in the delivery of health services and in all aspects of the health system.

The HSP and the LHIN are committed to working together, and with others, to achieve
evolving provincial priorities including those described: in mandate letters from the
Minister of Health and Long-Term Care to the LHIN; in the provincial strategic plan for the
health system; and, in the LHIN’s Integrated Health Services Plan.
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Inthis context, the HSP and the LHIN agree that the LHIN will provide funding to the HSP on
the terms and conditions set out in this Agreement to enable the provision of services to the
local health system by the HSP.

In consideration of their respective agreements set out below, the LHIN and the HSP covenant
andagree asfollows:

ARTICLE 1.0 — DEFINITIONS & INTERPRETATION
Definitions. Inthis Agreementthe following terms will have the following meanings:

“‘Applicable Law” meansallfederal, provincial ormunicipal laws, regulations, common
law, orders, rules or by-laws that are applicable to the HSP, the Services, this Agreement
andthe parties’ obligations under this Agreement during the term of this Agreement;

“‘Applicable Policy” means any rules, policies, directives, standards of practice or

Program Parametersissued oradopted by the LHIN, the MOHLTC or other ministries
or agencies of the province of Ontario that are applicable to the HSP, the Services, this
Agreement and the parties’ obligations under this Agreement during the term of this
Agreement. Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, Applicable Policy includes
the other documentsidentifiedin Schedule C;

“Board” means:
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(a) inrespect of an HSP that does not have a Long-Term Care Home Service
Accountability Agreementwiththe LHIN and is:
(1) acorporation, the board of directors;
(2) aFirstNation, the band council;and
(3) amunicipality, the municipal council;
and,

(b) inrespectofan HSPthathasalLong-Term Care Home Service Accountability

Agreementwith the LHIN and may be:
(1) acorporation, the board of directors;

(2) aFirstNation, the band council;

(3) amunicipality, the committee of management;

(4) aboard of management established by one or more municipalities or by
one or more First Nations’ band councils, the members of the board of
management;

“‘BPSAA” means the Broader Public Sector Accountability Act, 2010 and regulations
made under it, as it and they may be amended from time to time;

“‘Budget” means the budget approved by the LHIN and appended to this Agreement
inScheduleA;

“CEO” meansthe individual accountable to the Board for the provision of the Services
in accordance with the terms of this Agreement;

“Chair” means, ifthe HSP is:
(a) acorporation, the Chair of the Board,;
(b) aFirstNation, the Chief;and
(c) amunicipality,the Mayor,
or such other person properly authorized by the Board or under Applicable Law;

“Compliance Declaration”meansacompliance declaration substantiallyinthe form
setoutin Schedule F;

“Confidential Information” means information that is: (1) marked or otherwise
identified as confidential by the disclosing party atthe time the informationis provided
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to the receiving party; and (2) eligible for exclusion from disclosure at a public board
meeting in accordance with section 9 of LHSIA. Confidential Information does not
include information that: (a) was known to the receiving party prior to receiving the
information from the disclosing party; (b) has become publicly known through no
wrongful act of the receiving party; or (c) is required to be disclosed by law, provided
that the receiving party provides Notice in atimely manner of such requirementto the
disclosing party, consults with the disclosing party on the proposed form and nature
of the disclosure, and ensures that any disclosure is made in strict accordance with

Applicable Law;

“Conflict of Interest” in respect of an HSP, includes any situation or circumstance
where: inrelation to the performance of its obligations under this Agreement:

(a) theHSP;
(b) amember ofthe HSP’s Board; or

(c) anypersonemployedbythe HSPwho hasthe capacitytoinfluencethe HSP’s
decision,

has other commitments, relationships orfinancialintereststhat:

(a) could or could be seen to interfere with the HSP’s objective, unbiased and
impartial exercise of itsjudgement; or

(b) could or could be seen to compromise, impair or be incompatible with the
effective performance of itsobligationsunderthis Agreement;

“Controlling Shareholder” of a corporation means a shareholder who or which holds
(or another person who or which holds for the benefit of such shareholder), other
than by way of security only, voting securities of such corporation carrying more than
50% of the votes for the election of directors, provided that the votes carried by such
securities are sufficient, if exercised, to elect a majority of the board of directors of
suchcorporation;

‘Days” means calendardays;

“Designated” means designated as a public service agency underthe FLSA,;
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“Digital Health” has the meaning ascribed to it in the Accountability Agreement and
means the coordinated and integrated use of electronic systems, information and
communicationtechnologies to facilitate the collection, exchange and management
of personal health information in order to improve the quality, access, productivity and
sustainability of the healthcare system;

“Effective Date” means April 1, 2019;

‘Explanatory Indicator” means a measure that is connected to and helps to explain
performance in a Performance Indicator or a Monitoring Indicator. An Explanatory
Indicator may or may not be a measure of the HSP’s performance. No Performance
Targetis setforan Explanatory Indicator;

“Factors Beyond the HSP’s Control” include occurrences that are, in whole or in
part, caused by persons, entities or events beyond the HSP’s control. Examples may
include, but are not limited to, the following:

(a) significantcostsassociatedwithcomplyingwithneworamended Government
of Ontariotechnicalstandards, guidelines, policiesorlegislation;

(b) the availability of health care in the community (hospital care, long-term care,
home care, and primary care);

(c) the availability of health human resources; arbitration decisions that affect
HSP employee compensation packages, includingwage, benefitand pension
compensation, which exceed reasonable HSP planned compensation
settlement increases and in certain cases non-monetary arbitration awards
thatsignificantlyimpactupon HSP operationalflexibility; and

(d) catastrophic events, such as natural disasters and infectious disease
outbreaks;

“FIPPA” means the Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy Act (Ontario)
and the regulations made under it as itand they may be amended from time to time;

“‘FLSA” means the French Language Services Act and the regulations made under it
as itand they may be amended from time to time;

‘Funding” means the amounts of money provided by the LHIN to the HSP in each
Funding Yearofthis Agreement;
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‘Funding Year” means in the case of the first Funding Year, the period commencing
onthe Effective Date and ending on the following March 31, and in the case of Funding
Years subsequent to the first Funding Year, the period commencing on the date that

is April 1 following the end of the previous Funding Year and ending on the following
March 31,

“Health System Funding Reform”has the meaning ascribed to it in the Accountability
Agreement, and is a funding strategy that features quality-based funding to facilitate
fiscal sustainabilitythrough high quality, evidence-based and patient-centred care;

“HSP’s Personnel and Volunteers” means the Controlling Shareholders (if any),
directors, officers, employees, agents, volunteers and other representatives of the
HSP. In addition to the foregoing, HSP’s Personnel and Volunteers shall include the
contractors and subcontractors and their respective shareholders, directors, officers,
employees, agents, volunteers or other representatives;

“Identified” means identified by the LHIN or the MOHLTC to provide French language
services;

‘Indemnified Parties” means the LHIN and its officers, employees, directors,
independent contractors, subcontractors, agents, successors and assigns and Her
Majesty the Queen inright of Ontario and Her Ministers, appointees and employees,
independent contractors, subcontractors, agents and assigns. Indemnified Parties
alsoincludes any person participating on behalf of the LHIN ina Review;

“Interest Income” means interest earned on the Funding;

“LHIN Cluster” has the meaning ascribed to it in the Accountability Agreement and
is a grouping of LHINSs for the purpose of advancing Digital Health initiatives through
regionalcoordinationaligned withthe MOHLTC’s provincial priorities;

“LHSIA” means the Local Health System Integration Act, 2006, and the regulations
made under it, as it and they may be amended from time to time;

“‘Mandate Letter” has the meaning ascribed to it in the Memorandum of Understanding
between MOHLTC and the LHIN, and means a letter from MOHLTC to the LHIN

establishing priorities in accordance with the Premier’s mandate letterto MOHLTC,;

“‘Minister” means the Minister of Health and Long-Term Care,;
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‘“MOHLTC” means the Minister or the Ministry of Health and Long-Term Care, as the
context requires;

“‘Monitoring Indicator” means ameasure of HSP performance that may be monitored
against provincial results or provincial targets, but for which no Performance Target
isset;

“‘MSAA Indicator Technical Specifications document” means, as the context
requires, either or both of the document entitled “Multi-Sector Service Accountability
Agreement (MSAA) 2019-20 Indicator Technical Specifications November 5, 2018
Version1.3”andthe documententitled “Multi-Sector Service Accountability Agreement

or replaced from time to time;

“Notice” means any notice or other communication required to be provided pursuant
tothis Agreementor LHSIA,;

“Performance Agreement” means an agreement between an HSP and its CEO that
requires the CEO to perform in a manner that enables the HSP to achieve the terms
of this Agreement and any additional performance improvement targets set out in the
HSP’s annual quality improvement plan under the Excellent Care for All Act, 2010;

“Performance Corridor”meansthe acceptable range of resultsaround a Performance
Target;

“Performance Factor” means any matter that could or will significantly affect a party’s
ability tofulfillits obligations under this Agreement;

“Performance Indicator” means a measure of HSP performance for which a
Performance Target s set; technical specifications of specific Performance Indicators
canbefoundinthe MSAA Indicator Technical Specifications document;

“‘Performance Standard” means the acceptable range of performance for a
Performance Indicator or a Service Volumethatresults when a Performance Corridor

isappliedto a Performance Target;

“Performance Target” meansthe level of performance expected of the HSP inrespect
ofaPerformance Indicator ora Service Volume;
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“‘person or entity” includes any individual and any corporation, partnership, firm, joint
venture or other single or collective form of organization under which business may
be conducted;

‘Planning Submission” or “CAPS” or “Community Accountability Planning
Submission” means the HSP Board approved planning document submitted by the
HSP to the LHIN. The form, content and scheduling of the Planning Submission will
beidentified by the LHIN;

‘Program Parameter” means, in respect of a program, the provincial standards
(such as operational, financial or service standards and policies, operating manuals
and program eligibility), directives, guidelines and expectations and requirements for
that program;

“Project Funding Agreement” means an agreement in the form of Schedule D that
incorporates the terms of this Agreement and enables the LHIN to provide one-time
or short term funding for a specific project or service that is not already described in
the Schedules;

“‘Reports” means the reports described in Schedule B as well as any other reports or
information requiredto be provided under LHSIA or this Agreement;

“‘Review” means a financial or operational audit, investigation, inspection or other
form of review requested or required by the LHIN under the terms of LHSIA or this
Agreement, butdoes notinclude the annual audit of the HSP’s financial statements;

“Schedule” means any one, and “Schedules” mean any two or more, as the context
requires, of the schedules appended to this Agreementincluding the following:

Schedule A: Total LHIN Funding;

Schedule B: Reports;

Schedule C: Directives, Guidelinesand Policies;
Schedule D: Performance;

Schedule E: Project Funding Agreement Template; and
Schedule F: Declaration of Compliance.

“Service Plan” means the Operating Plan and Budget appended as Schedules A and
D2aof Schedule D;

“Services” means the care, programs, goods and other services described by
referencetothe Ontario Healthcare Reporting Standardsfunctional centresin Schedule
D2a of Schedule D, and in any Project Funding Agreement executed pursuant to
this Agreement, and includes the type, volume, frequency and availability of the care,
programs, goods and other services;

“ServiceVolume” meansameasure of ServicesforwhichaPerformance Targetis set;

“Transition Plan” means a transition plan, acceptable to the LHIN that indicates how
the needs of the HSP’s clients will be met following the termination of this Agreement
and how the transition of the clients to new service providers will be effected in atimely
manner; and

“2014-18 MSAA” means the Multi-Sector Service Accountability Agreement April 1,
2014 to March 31, 2018.

Interpretation. Words in the singular include the plural and vice-versa. Words in one
gender include all genders. The words “including” and “includes” are not intended to
be limiting and shall mean “including without limitation” or “includes without limitation”,
as the case may be. The headings do not form part of this Agreement. They are for
convenience of reference only and will not affect the interpretation of this Agreement.
Termsused inthe Schedules shall have the meanings set outin this Agreementunless
separately and specifically defined in a Schedule in which case the definition in the
Schedule shallgovernforthe purposes of that Schedule.

MSAA Indicator Technical Specification Document. This Agreement shall be
interpretedwith reference tothe MSAA Indicator Technical Specifications document.

ARTICLE 2.0 — TERM AND NATURE OF THIS AGREEMENT

Term. The term of this Agreement will commence on the Effective Date and will expire
onMarch 31, 2022 unless terminated earlier or extended pursuantto its terms.

A Service Accountability Agreement. This Agreement is a service accountability
agreementforthe purposes of section 20(1) of LHSIA.

ARTICLE 3.0 — PROVISION OF SERVICES

Provision of Services.
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(@) The HSP will provide the Services in accordance with, and otherwise comply

with:

(1) thetermsofthis Agreement,includingthe Service Plan;
(2) Applicable Law;and

(3) Applicable Policy.

When providing the Services, the HSP will meet the Performance Standards
and conditions identified in Schedule D and any applicable Project Funding
Agreements.

Unless otherwise provided in this Agreement, the HSP will not reduce, stop,
start, expand, cease to provide or transfer the provision of the Services or
change its Service Plan except with Notice to the LHIN, and if required by
Applicable Law or Applicable Policy, the prior written consent of the LHIN.

(d) The HSP will not restrict or refuse the provision of Services to an individual,

directly or indirectly, based on the geographic areain which the personresides
in Ontario.

(e) The HSP will notwithdraw any Services from a patient with complex needs who

continues to require those Services, unless prior to discharging that patient
fromthe Services, the HSP has made alternate arrangements for equivalent
servicesto be delivered to that patient.

3.2 Subcontracting for the Provision of Services.

(a) Thepartiesacknowledgethat, subjecttothe provisionsof LHSIA, the HSP may

subcontract the provision of some or all of the Services. For the purposes of
this Agreement, actions taken or not taken by the subcontractor, and Services
provided by the subcontractor, will be deemed actions taken or not taken by
the HSP, and Services provided by the HSP.

When entering into a subcontract the HSP agrees that the terms of the
subcontract will enable the HSP to meetits obligations under this Agreement.
Without limiting the foregoing, the HSP will include a provision that permits the
LHIN or its authorized representatives, to audit the subcontractor in respect of
the subcontract if the LHIN or its authorized representatives determines that
such an auditwould be necessary to confirm that the HSP has complied with
the terms of this Agreement.

Nothing contained in this Agreement or a subcontract will create a contractual
relationship between any subcontractor or its directors, officers, employees,
agents, partners, affiliates orvolunteersandthe LHIN.

(d) When entering into a subcontract, the HSP agrees that the terms of the

subcontract will enable the HSP to meet its obligations under the FLSA.

ConflictofInterest. The HSP will use the Funding, provide the Services and otherwise
fulfil its obligations under this Agreement, without an actual, potential or perceived
Conflict of Interest. The HSP will disclose to the LHIN without delay any situation that
a reasonable person would interpret as an actual, potential or perceived Conflict of
Interest and comply with any requirements prescribed by the LHIN to resolve any
Conflictof Interest.

Digital Health. The HSP agrees to:

(a)

assist the LHIN to implement provincial Digital Health priorities for 2017-18
and thereafter in accordance with the Accountability Agreement, as may be
amended or replaced from time to time;

comply with any technical and information management standards, including
those related to data, architecture, technology, privacy and security set for
health service providers by MOHLTC or the LHIN within the timeframes set by
MOHLTC orthe LHIN as the case may be;

implementand use the approved provincial Digital Health solutions identified
inthe LHIN Digital Health plan;

implementtechnology solutions that are compatible or interoperable with the
provincial blueprintand with the LHIN Cluster Digital Health plan; and

includeinitsannual Planning Submissions, plans forachieving Digital Health
priority initiatives.

French Language Services.

3.5.1 The LHIN will provide the MOHLTC “Guide to Requirements and Obligations of LHIN
French Language Services”tothe HSP and the HSP will fulfillits roles, responsibilities
and other obligations setouttherein.

French language services data.

Mandate Letter language. The LHIN will receive a Mandate Letter from MOHLTC
annually. Each Mandate Letter articulates areas of focus forthe LHIN,and MOHLTC’s
expectation that the LHIN and health service providers it funds will collaborate to
advance these areas of focus. To assist the HSP in its collaborative efforts with the
LHIN, the LHIN will share each relevant Mandate Letter with the HSP. The LHIN may
alsoaddlocal obligationsto Schedule D as appropriate to further advance any priorities
set putin a Mandate Letter.

Policies, Guidelines, Directives and Standards. Either the LHIN or the MOHLTC
will give the HSP Notice of any amendments to the manuals, guidelines or policies
identified in Schedule C. An amendment will be effective in accordance with the terms
of the amendment. By signing a copy of this Agreement the HSP acknowledges that
it has a copy of the documents identified in Schedule C.

ARTICLE 4.0 — FUNDING

Funding. Subjecttothetermsofthis Agreement, andin accordance withthe applicable
provisions of the Accountability Agreement, the LHIN:

(@) will provide the funds identified in Schedule A to the HSP for the purpose of
providing or ensuring the provision of the Services; and

(b) will deposit the funds in regular instalments, once or twice monthly, over the
term of this Agreement, into an account designated by the HSP provided that
the account resides at a Canadian financial institution and is in the name of
the HSP.
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4.2 Limitation on Payment of Funding. Despite section 4.1, the LHIN:

will not provide any funds to the HSP until this Agreement is fully executed;

may pro-rate the funds identified in Schedule A to the date on which this
Agreementis signed, if that date is after April 1;

will not provide any funds to the HSP until the HSP meets the insurance
requirements describedin section11.4;

will not be required to continue to provide fundsin the eventthe HSP breaches
any of its obligations under this Agreement, until the breach is remedied to the
LHIN’s satisfaction; and

upon Notice to the HSP, may adjust the amount of funds it provides to the HSP
in any Funding Year based upon the LHIN’s assessment of the information
containedinthe Reports.

4.3 Appropriation. Funding under this Agreementis conditional upon an appropriation of
moneys by the Legislature of Ontario to the MOHLTC and funding of the LHIN by the
MOHLTC pursuantto LHSIA. Ifthe LHIN does notreceive its anticipated funding the
LHIN will not be obligated to make the payments required by this Agreement.

4.4 Additional Funding.

(a)

Unless the LHIN has agreed to do so in writing, the LHIN is not required to
provide additional funds to the HSP for providing additional Services or for
exceedingtherequirementsof ScheduleD.

(b) The HSP may request additional funding by submitting a proposal to amend

its Service Plan. The HSP will abide by all decisions of the LHIN with respect
to a proposal to amend the Service Plan and will make whatever changes
are requested or approved by the LHIN. The Service Plan will be amended to
includeanyapprovedadditionalfunding.

Funding Increases. Before the LHIN can make an allocation of additional
funds to the HSP, the parties will:

All Funding is subject to all Applicable Law and Applicable Policy, including
Health System Funding Reform, as it may evolve or be replaced over the term
ofthis Agreement.

Interest.

(a) Ifthe LHIN providesthe Fundingtothe HSP priortothe HSP’simmediate need

forthe Funding, the HSP shall place the Funding inaninterestbearing account
inthe name of the HSP ata Canadian financial institution.

Interest Income must be used, within the fiscal year in which itis received, to
provide the Services.

Interest Income will be reported to the LHIN and is subject to year-end

reconciliation. In the event that some or all of the Interest Income is not used

toprovidethe Services, the LHINmaytake one ormore ofthe following actions:

(1) the LHIN may deduct the amount equal to the unused Interest Income
from any further Funding instalments under this or any other agreement
withthe HSP;

(2) the LHIN may require the HSP to pay an amount equal to the unused

(c) agrees that all rebates, credits and refunds referred to in (b) will be
considered Funding in the year that the rebates, credits and refunds are
received, regardless of the year to which the rebates, credits and refunds
relate.

Procurement of Goods and Services.

(a) If the HSP is subject to the procurement provisions of the BPSAA, the HSP
willabide by all directives and guidelines issued by the Management Board of
Cabinetthatare applicable to the HSP pursuantto the BPSAA.

(b) Ifthe HSP is not subjectto the procurement provisions of the BPSAA, the HSP
willhave a procurementpolicyin place thatrequiresthe acquisition of supplies,
equipmentor services valued at over $25,000 through a competitive process
thatensuresthe bestvalue for funds expended. If the HSP acquires supplies,
equipment or services with the Funding it will do so through a process that is
consistentwith this policy.

Disposition. The HSP will not, without the LHIN’s prior written consent, sell, lease or
otherwise dispose of any assets purchased with Funding, the cost of which exceeded
$25,000 at the time of purchase.

ARTICLE 5.0 — REPAYMENT AND RECOVERY OF FUNDING
Repayment and Recovery.

(a) Atthe End of aFunding Year. If, in any Funding Year, the HSP has not spent
allof the Funding the LHIN will require the repayment of the unspent Funding.

(b) On Termination or Expiration of this Agreement. Upon termination or
expiry of this Agreement and subject to section 12.4, the LHIN will require the
repayment of any Funding remaining in the possession or under the control of
the HSP and the payment of an amount equal to any Funding the HSP used
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for purposes not permitted by this Agreement. The LHIN will act reasonably
and will consider the impact, if any, that a recovery of Funding will have on the
HSP’s ability to meetits obligations under this Agreement.

(c) On Reconciliation and Settlement. If the year-end reconciliation and
settlement process demonstrates that the HSP received Funding in excess of
itsconfirmedfunds, the LHIN willrequire the repaymentofthe excess Funding.

(d) AsaResultof Performance Managementor System Planning. If Services
areadjusted, asaresultof the performance managementor system planning
processes, the LHIN may take one or more of the following actions:

(1) adjustthe Fundingto be paid under Schedule A,
(2) requiretherepaymentofexcessFunding;
(3) adjustthe amount of any future funding installments accordingly.

(e) Inthe Event of Forecasted Surpluses. If the HSP is forecasting a surplus,
the LHIN may take one or more of the following actions:
(1) adjustthe amount of Funding to be paid under Schedule A,
(2) requirethe repaymentofexcessFunding;
(3) adjustthe amount of any future funding installments accordingly.

() Onthe Request of the LHIN. The HSP will, at the request of the LHIN, repay
the whole or any part of the Funding, or an amount equal thereto if the HSP:

(1) has provided false information to the LHIN knowingitto be false;

(2) breaches aterm or condition of this Agreement and does not, within 30
Days afterreceivingNotice fromthe LHIN take reasonable stepsto remedy
the breach; or

(3) breaches any Applicable Law that directly relates to the provision of, or
ensuring the provision of, the Services.

() Sections 5.1(c) and (d) do not apply to Funding already expended properly
in accordance with this Agreement. The LHIN will, at its sole discretion, and
without liability or penalty, determine whether the Funding has been expended
properlyinaccordance with this Agreement.

Provisionforthe Recovery of Funding. The HSP willmake reasonable and prudent
provision for the recovery by the LHIN of any Funding for which the conditions of
Funding set out in section 4.5 are not met and will hold this Funding in accordance
with the provisions of section 4.6 until such time as reconciliation and settlement has
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occurred with the LHIN. Interest earned on Funding will be reported and recovered in
accordance with section 4.6.

Process for Recovery of Funding. If the LHIN, acting reasonably, determines thata
recovery of Funding under section 5.1 is appropriate, then the LHIN will give 30 Days’
Notice to the HSP.
The Noticewilldescribe:

(a) the amount of the proposed recovery;

(b) theterm of the recovery, if not permanent;

(c) the proposed timing of the recovery;

(d) thereasonsfortherecovery;and

(e) the amendments, if any, that the LHIN proposes be made to the HSP’s
obligations under this Agreement.

Where the HSP disputes any matter set out in the Notice, the parties will discuss the
circumstances that resulted in the Notice and the HSP may make representations to
the LHIN about the matters set out in the Notice within 14 Days of receiving the Notice.

The LHIN will consider the representations made by the HSP and will advise the HSP
of its decision. Funding recoveries, if any, will occur in accordance with the timing set
outinthe LHIN’s decision. No recovery of Funding will be implemented earlier than 30
Days after the delivery of the Notice.

Settlement and Recovery of Funding for Prior Years.

(a) The HSP acknowledges that settlement and recovery of Funding can occur
upto 7 years after the provision of Funding.

(b) Recognizingthe transition of responsibilities fromthe MOHLTCto the LHIN, the
HSP agrees that if the parties are directed in writing to do so by the MOHLTC,
the LHIN will settle and recover funding provided by the MOHLTC to the HSP
prior to the transition of the Funding for the Services to the LHIN, provided
that such settlementand recovery occurs within 7 years of the provision of the
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5.6

funding by the MOHLTC. All such settlements and recoveries will be subject
to the terms applicable to the original provision of Funding.

Debt Due.

(a) Ifthe LHIN requires the re-payment by the HSP of any Funding, the amount
required will be deemed to be a debt owing to the Crown by the HSP. The
LHIN may adjust future funding instalments to recover the amounts owed or
may, at its discretion direct the HSP to pay the amount owing to the Crown
andthe HSP shall complyimmediately with any such direction.

(b) All amounts repayable to the Crown will be paid by cheque payable to the
“Ontario Minister of Finance” and mailed or deliveredtothe LHIN atthe address
provided in section 13.1.

Interest Rate. The LHIN may charge the HSP interest on any amount owing by the
HSP atthe then currentinterest rate charged by the Province of Ontario on accounts
receivable.

ARTICLE 6.0 — PLANNING & INTEGRATION

Planning for Future Years.

(a) Advance Notice. The LHIN will give at least 60 Days’ Notice to the HSP of
the date by which a CAPS must be submitted to the LHIN.

(b) Multi-Year Planning. The CAPS will be in aform acceptable to the LHIN and
may be required to incorporate:
(1) prudent multi-year financial forecasts;
(2) plansfortheachievementofPerformance Targets; and
(3) realistic risk management strategies.

Itwill be aligned withthe LHIN’sthen currentintegrated health service plan required
by LHSIAandwillreflectlocal LHIN priorities and initiatives. If the LHIN has provided
multi-year planning targetsforthe HSP, the CAPS will reflectthe planning targets.

(c) Multi-year Planning Targets. Schedule A may reflect an allocation for the
first Funding Year of this Agreement as well as planning targets for up to two
additional years, consistentwith the term of this Agreement. Insuch an event,
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(1) the HSP acknowledges that if it is provided with planning targets, these
targets:
a. aretargetsonly,
b. areprovidedsolely forthe purposes of planning,
c. aresubjectto confirmation, and
d. may be changed at the discretion of the LHIN in consultation with
the HSP.
The HSP will proactively manage the risks associated with multi-year
planning and the potential changesto the planning targets; and

(2) the LHIN agrees that it will communicate any changes to the planning
targetsassoonasreasonably possible.

Service Accountability Agreements. The HSP acknowledges that
if the LHIN and the HSP enter into negotiations for a subsequent service
accountability agreement, subsequent funding may be interrupted if the next
service accountability agreement is not executed on or before the expiration
date of this Agreement.

6.2 Community Engagement & Integration Activities.

(@ Community Engagement. The HSP will engage the community of diverse

persons and entities in the area where it provides health services when setting
priorities for the delivery of health services and when developing plans for
submission to the LHIN including but not limited to CAPS and integration
proposals. As part of its community engagement activities, the HSPs will have
in place and utilize effective mechanisms for engaging families, caregivers,
clients, residents, patients and other individuals who use the services of the
HSP, to help inform the HSP plans, including the HSP’s contribution to the
establishment and implementation by the LHIN of geographic sub-regionsin
itslocal health system.

Integration. The HSP will, separately and in conjunction with the LHIN and
other health service providers, identify opportunities to integrate the services
of the local health system to provide appropriate, coordinated, effective and
efficient services.

Reporting. The HSP willreport onits community engagementand integration
activities, usingany templates provided by the LHIN, asrequested by the LHIN
andin any event, inits year-end reportto the LHIN.

Planning and Integration Activity Pre-proposals.

(a) General. Apre-proposal process has been developedto: (A) reduce the costs
incurred by an HSP when proposing operational or service changes; (B) assist
the HSP to carry outits statutory obligations; and (C) enable an effective and
efficientresponse by the LHIN. Subjectto specific direction from the LHIN, this
pre-proposal process will be used in the following instances:

(1) the HSP is considering an integration or an integration of services, as
defined in LHSIA between the HSP and another person or entity;

(2) the HSP is proposingto reduce, stop, start, expand or transfer the location
of services, which for certainty includes: the transfer of services from the
HSP to another person or entity whether within or outside of the LHIN; and
the relocation or transfer of services from one of the HSP’s sites to another
of the HSP’s sites whether within or outside of the LHIN;

(3) toidentify opportunitiesto integrate the services ofthe local health system,
otherthanthoseidentifiedin (A) or (B) above; or

(4) ifrequested by the LHIN.

(b) LHIN Evaluation of the Pre-proposal. Use of the pre-proposal process
is not formal Notice of a proposed integration under section 27 of LHSIA.
LHIN consent to develop the project concept outlined in a pre-proposal
does not constitute approval to proceed with the project. Nor does the LHIN
consent to develop a project concept presume the issuance of a favourable
decision, should such a decision be required by sections 25 or 27 of LHSIA.
Following the LHIN’s review and evaluation, the HSP may be invited to submit
a detailed proposal and a business plan for further analysis. Guidelines for the
development of a detailed proposal and business case will be provided by
the LHIN.

Proposing Integration Activities in the Planning Submission. No integration
activity described in section 6.3 may be proposed in a CAPS unless the LHIN has
consented, inwriting, toits inclusion pursuanttothe process setoutin section 6.3(b).

Definitions. Inthissection 6.0, theterms “integrate”, “integration” and “services” have
the same meanings attributed to them in section 2(1) and section 23 respectively of
LHSIA, asitand they may be amended from time to time.

ARTICLE 7.0 — PERFORMANCE

Performance. The parties will strive to achieve on-going performance improvement.
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They will address performance improvement in a proactive, collaborative and
responsive manner.

7.2 Performance Factors.

(a) Each party will notify the other party of the existence of a Performance

Factor, as soon as reasonably possible after the party becomes aware of the

Performance Factor. The Notice will:

(1) describethe Performance Factor and its actual or anticipated impact;

(2) include a description of any action the party is undertaking, or plans to
undertake, to remedy or mitigate the Performance Factor;

(3) indicate whether the party is requesting a meeting to discuss the
Performance Factor; and

(4) addressany otherissue or matter the party wishes to raise with the other

party.

(b) The recipient party will provide a written acknowledgment of receipt of the

Notice within 7 Days of the date on which the Notice was received (“Date of
theNotice”).

(c) Where ameeting has been requested under paragraph 7.2(a)(3), the parties

agreetomeetanddiscussthe Performance Factors within 14 Days ofthe Date
of the Notice, in accordance with the provisions of section 7.3.

7.3 Performance Meetings. During a meeting on performance, the parties will:

discuss the causes of a Performance Factor;

discuss the impact of a Performance Factor on the local health system and
therisk resulting fromnon-performance; and

determine the steps to be taken to remedy or mitigate the impact of the
Performance Factor (the “Performance Improvement Process”).

7.4 The Performance Improvement Process.

(@) The Performance Improvement Process will focus on the risks of

non-performance and problem-solving. It may include one or more of the

following actions:

(1) arequirementthatthe HSP develop andimplementanimprovementplan
thatis acceptable to the LHIN;

(2) theconductofaReview;
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(3) anamendmentofthe HSP’s obligations;
(4) anin-year, oryear-end, adjustmentto the Funding,

among other possible means of responding to the Performance Factor or
improving performance.

(b) Any performance improvement process begun under a prior service
accountability agreement that was not completed under the prior agreement
will continue under this Agreement. Any performance improvement required
by a LHIN under a prior service accountability agreement will be deemed to
be arequirement of this Agreement until fulfilled or waived by the LHIN.

7.5 Factors Beyond the HSP’s Control. Despite the foregoing, if the LHIN, acting
reasonably, determines that the Performance Factor is, in whole or in part, a Factor
Beyond the HSP’s Control:

(a) the LHIN will collaborate with the HSP to develop and implement a mutually
agreed upon joint response plan which may include an amendment of the
HSP’sobligationsunderthisAgreement;

(b) the LHIN will notrequire the HSP to prepare an Improvement Plan; and

(c) the failure to meet an obligation under this Agreement will not be considered
a breach of this Agreement to the extent that failure is caused by a Factor
Beyondthe HSP’s Control.

ARTICLE 8.0 — REPORTING, ACCOUNTING AND REVIEW
8.1 Reporting.

(a) Generally. The LHIN’s ability to enable its local health system to provide
appropriate, co-ordinated, effective and efficient health services, as
contemplated by LHSIA, is heavily dependent on the timely collection and
analysis of accurate information. The HSP acknowledges that the timely
provision of accurate information related to the HSP, and its performance of
its obligations under this Agreement, is under the HSP’s control.

(b) Specific Obligations. The HSP:
(1) will provide to the LHIN, or to such other entity as the LHIN may direct, in
the form and within the time specified by the LHIN, the Reports, otherthan
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personal healthinformation asdefined in LHSIA, thatthe LHIN requires for
the purposes of exercising its powers and duties under this Agreement, the
Accountability Agreement, LHSIA or for the purposes that are prescribed
underanyApplicable Law;

(2) willfulfilthe specific reporting requirements setoutin Schedule B;

(3) will ensure that every Report is complete, accurate, signed on behalf of
the HSP by an authorized signing officer where required and provided in
atimely mannerandin aform satisfactory to the LHIN; and

(4) agreesthatevery Reportsubmittedtothe LHIN by oron behalf ofthe HSP,
willbe deemed to have been authorized by the HSP for submission.

For certainty, nothing in this section 8.1 or in this Agreement restricts or
otherwise limits the LHIN’s right to access or to require access to personal
health information as defined in LHSIA, in accordance with Applicable Law for
purposes of carrying out the LHIN'’s statutory objects to achieve the purposes
of LHSIA, including to provide certain services, supplies and equipment in
accordance with section5(m.1) of LHSIA and to manage placement of persons
inaccordance with section5(m.2).

(c) French Language Services. Ifthe HSP is required to provide services to the
publicin French under the provisions of the FLSA, the HSP will be required to
submita Frenchlanguage services reporttothe LHIN. Ifthe HSP is not required
to provide services to the public in French under the provisions of the FLSA,
it will be required to provide a report to the LHIN that outlines how the HSP
addressesthe needs of its local Francophone community.

(d) Declaration of Compliance. Within 90 Days of the HSP’s fiscal year-end,
the Board will issue a Compliance Declaration declaring that the HSP has
complied with the terms of this Agreement. The form of the declaration is set
outin Schedule F and may be amended by the LHIN from time to time through
the term of this Agreement.

(e) Financial Reductions. Notwithstanding any other provision of this
Agreement, and at the discretion of the LHIN, the HSP may be subject
to a financial reductioninany of the following circumstances:

(1) its CAPSisreceived afterthe due date;

(2) itsCAPSisincomplete;

(3) thequarterly performance reports are not provided when due; or

(4) financialorclinicaldatarequirementsarelate,incomplete orinaccurate,
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where the errors or delay were not as a result of LHIN actions or inaction or the
actions or inactions of persons acting on behalf of the LHIN. If assessed, the
financialreductionwillbe asfollows:

(1) if received within 7 Days after the due date, incomplete or inaccurate,
the financial penalty will be the greater of (1) a reduction of 0.02 percent
(0.02%) of the Funding; or (2) two hundred and fifty dollars ($250.00); and

(2) foreveryfull or partial week of non-compliance thereatfter, the rate will be
one half of theinitial reduction.

Reviews.

(a) During the term of this Agreement and for 7 years after the term of this
Agreement,the HSP agreesthatthe LHIN oritsauthorized representatives may
conducta Review of the HSP to confirm the HSP’s fulfillment of its obligations
under this Agreement. For these purposes the LHIN or its authorized
representatives may, upon 24 hours’ Notice to the HSP and during normal
business hours enterthe HSP’s premises to:

(1) inspectand copy any financial records, invoices and other finance-related
documents, otherthan personal health information as defined in LHSIA, in
the possession or under the control of the HSP which relate to the Funding
orotherwise to the Services; and

(2) inspect and copy non-financial records, other than personal health
information as defined in LHSIA, in the possession or under the control
of the HSP which relate to the Funding, the Services or otherwise to the
performance of the HSP under this Agreement.

(b) The costof any Review will be borne by the HSP if the Review: (1) was made
necessary because the HSP did not comply with a requirementunder LHSIA
orthis Agreement; or (2) indicates thatthe HSP has notfulfilled its obligations
under this Agreement, including its obligations under Applicable Law and
Applicable Policy.

(c) Toassistin respect of the rights set out in (a) above, the HSP shall disclose
any information requested by the LHIN or its authorized representatives, and
shall do soinaform requested by the LHIN or its authorized representatives.

(d) The HSP maynotcommence aproceedingfordamages or otherwise against

any person with respectto any act done or omitted to be done, any conclusion
reached or report submitted that is done in good faith in respect of a Review.

Document Retention and Record Maintenance. The HSP will

(a) retain all records (as that term is defined in FIPPA) related to the HSP’s
performance of its obligations under this Agreement for 7 years after the
termination or expiration of the term of this Agreement;

(b) keep all financial records, invoices and other finance-related documents
relating to the Funding or otherwise to the Services in a manner consistent
with either generally accepted accounting principles or international financial
reporting standards as advised by the HSP’s auditor; and

(c) keep all non-financial documents and records relating to the Funding or
otherwise tothe Services inamanner consistentwith all Applicable Law.

Disclosure of Information.

(a) FIPPA.The HSP acknowledgesthatthe LHIN is bound by FIPPA and thatany
information provided to the LHIN in connection with this Agreement may be
subjectto disclosure in accordance with FIPPA.

(b) Confidential Information. The parties will treat Confidential Information
as confidential and will not disclose Confidential Information except with the
consent of the disclosing party or as permitted or required under FIPPA or
the Personal Health Information Protection Act, 2004, LHSIA, court order,
subpoena or other Applicable Law. Notwithstanding the foregoing, the LHIN
may disclose information that it collects under this Agreement in accordance
with LHSIA.

Transparency. The HSP will post a copy of this Agreement and each Compliance
Declaration submitted to the LHIN during the term of this Agreementin a conspicuous
and easily accessible public place at its sites of operations to which this Agreement

applies and onits public website, if the HSP operates a public website.

Auditor General. Forgreater certainty the LHIN’s rights under this article are in addition
toanyrights provided tothe Auditor General under the Auditor General Act (Ontario).

ARTICLE 9.0 — ACKNOWLEDGEMENT OF LHIN SUPPORT

Publication. For the purposes of this Article 9, the term “publication” means any
material on or concerning the Services that the HSP makes available to the public,
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regardless of whether the material is provided electronically or in hard copy. Examples
include awebsite, an advertisement, a brochure, promotional documents and areport.
Materials that are prepared by the HSP in order to fulfil its reporting obligations under
this Agreement are not included in the term “publication”.

9.2 Acknowledgment of Funding Support.

(a) TheHSPagreesallpublicationswillinclude

(1) an acknowledgment of the Funding provided by the LHIN and the
Government of Ontario. Prior to including an acknowledgement in
any publication, the HSP will obtain the LHIN’s approval of the form
of acknowledgement. The LHIN may, at its discretion, decide that an
acknowledgementisnotnecessary;and

(2) astatementindicating thatthe views expressed inthe publication are the
views of the HSP and do not necessarily reflect those of the LHIN or the
Government of Ontario.

(b) The HSP shall not use any insignia or logo of Her Majesty the Queen in right
of Ontario, including those ofthe LHIN, unless it has received the prior written
permission of the LHIN to do so.

ARTICLE 10.0 — REPRESENTATIONS, WARRANTIES AND COVENANTS

10.1 General. The HSP represents, warrants and covenants that:

(a) itis, and will continue for the term of this Agreement to be, a validly existing
legal entity with full power to fulfill its obligations under this Agreement;

(b) ithastheexperience andexpertise necessaryto carry outthe Services;

(c) it holds all permits, licences, consents, intellectual property rights and
authoritiesnecessaryto performitsobligationsunderthis Agreement;

(d) all information (including information relating to any eligibility requirements
for Funding) that the HSP provided to the LHIN in support of its request for
Funding was true and complete at the time the HSP provided it, and will,
subject to the provision of Notice otherwise, continue to be true and complete
for the term of this Agreement; and
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(e) it does, and will continue for the term of this Agreement to, operate in
compliance with all Applicable Law and Applicable Policy, including observing
where applicable, the requirements of the Corporations Act or successor
legislation and the HSP’s by-laws in respect of, but not limited to, the holding
of board meetings, the requirements of quorum for decision-making, the
maintenance of minutes for allboard and committee meetings and the holding
of members’ meetings.

10.2 Execution of Agreement. The HSP represents and warrants that:

(a) ithasthe full power and authority to enter into this Agreement; and

(b) ithastakenallnecessaryactionstoauthorize the execution ofthis Agreement.
10.3 Governance.

(a) The HSP represents, warrants and covenants thatit has established, and will
maintain for the period during which this Agreementis in effect, policies and
procedures:

(1) thatsetoutacodeofconductfor,andthatidentifythe ethicalresponsibilities
forallpersonsatalllevels ofthe HSP’s organization;

to ensure the ongoing effective functioning of the HSP;

for effective and appropriate decision-making;

for effective and prudent risk-management, including the identification

and management of potential, actual and perceived conflicts of interest;

forthe prudent and effective management of the Funding;

to monitor and ensure the accurate and timely fulfillment of the HSP’s

obligationsunderthis Agreementand compliance with LHSIA,;

(7) toenablethe preparation, approval and delivery of all Reports;

(8) toaddresscomplaints aboutthe provision of Services, the management
or governance ofthe HSP; and

(9) todealwithsuchothermattersasthe HSP considersnecessarytoensure
thatthe HSP carries outits obligations under this Agreement.

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(b) The HSPrepresentsandwarrantsthat:

(1) it has, or will have within 60 Days of the execution of this Agreement, a
Performance Agreementwith its CEO that ties areasonable portion of the
CEOQ’scompensation plantothe CEO’s performance;

(2) it will take all reasonable care to ensure that its CEO complies with the
Performance Agreement;

(3) itwillenforce the HSP’srights underthe Performance Agreement; and

(4) areasonable portion of any compensation award provided to the CEO
during the term of this Agreement will be pursuant to an evaluation of the
CEO’s performance under the Performance Agreement and the CEQO’s
achievement of performance goals and performance improvement
targets and in compliance with Applicable Law.

“compensation award”, for the purposes of Section 10.3(b)(4) above, means all
forms of payment, benefits and perquisites paid or provided, directly or indirectly,
to or for the benefit of a CEO who performs duties and functions that entitle him
or her to be paid.

Funding, Services and Reporting. The HSP represents warrants and covenants that:

(a) the Funding is, and will continue to be, used only to provide the Services in
accordance with the terms of this Agreement;

(b) the Services are and will continue to be provided:
(1) by persons with the expertise, professional qualifications, licensing and
skillsnecessaryto complete theirrespective tasks; and
(2) incompliance with Applicable Lawand Applicable Policy; and

(c) every Report is accurate and in full compliance with the provisions of this
Agreement, including any particular requirements applicable to the Reportand
anymaterialchangetoaReportwillbecommunicatedtothe LHINimmediately.

Supporting Documentation. Upon request, the HSP will provide the LHIN with proof
of the matters referred to in this Article.

ARTICLE 11.0 — LIMITATION OF LIABILITY, INDEMNITY & INSURANCE

Limitation of Liability. The Indemnified Parties will not be liable to the HSP or any of
the HSP’s Personneland VVolunteersforcosts, losses, claims, liabilitiesand damages
howsoever caused arising out of orin any way related to the Services or otherwise in
connection with this Agreement, unless caused by the negligence or wilful act of any
of the Indemnified Parties.

Ibid. For greater certainty and without limiting section 11.1, the LHIN is not liable for

how the HSP and the HSP’s Personnel and Volunteers carry out the Services and
is therefore not responsible to the HSP for such Services. Moreover, the LHIN is not
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contracting with or employing any HSP’s Personnel and Volunteers to carry out the
terms of this Agreement. As such, it is not liable for contracting with, employing or
terminating a contract with or the employment of any HSP’s Personnel and VVolunteers
required to carry out this Agreement, nor for the withholding, collection or payment of
any taxes, premiums, contributions or any other remittances due to government for
the HSP’s Personneland Volunteersrequired bythe HSP to carry outthis Agreement.

Indemnification. The HSP hereby agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the
Indemnified Parties from and against any and all liability, loss, costs, damages and
expenses (including legal, expert and consultant costs), causes of action, actions,
claims, demands, lawsuits or other proceedings (collectively, the “Claims”), by
whomever made, sustained, brought or prosecuted (including for third party bodily
injury (including death), personalinjury and property damage), inany way based upon,
occasioned by or attributable to anything done or omitted to be done by the HSP or
the HSP’s Personnel and Volunteers, in the course of the performance of the HSP’s
obligations under, or otherwise in connection with, this Agreement, unless caused by
the negligence orwilfulmisconductofany Indemnified Parties.

Insurance.

(a) Generally. The HSP shall protectitselffrom and againstall Claims that might
arise from anything done or omitted to be done by the HSP and the HSP’s
Personnel and Volunteers under this Agreement and more specifically all
Claims that might arise from anything done or omitted to be done under this
Agreement where bodily injury (including personal injury), death or property
damage, including loss of use of property is caused.

(b) Required Insurance. The HSP will put into effect and maintain, with insurers
havingasecure A.M. Bestratingof B+or greater,orthe equivalent, allnecessary
and appropriate insurance that a prudent person in the business of the HSP
would maintain, including, but notlimited to, the following atits own expense:
(1) Commercial General Liability Insurance, for third party bodily injury, personal

injury and property damage to an inclusive limit of not less than 2 million
dollars per occurrence and not less than 2 million dollars products and
completed operations aggregate. The policy will include the following
clauses:

a. The Indemnified Parties as additional insureds;

b. Contractual Liability;

c. Cross-Liability;

d. Productsand CompletedOperationsLiability;
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e. Employers Liability and Voluntary Compensation unless the HSP
complies with the Section below entitled “Proof of WSIA Coverage”;

f. Tenants Legal Liability; (for premises/building leases only);

g. Non-Owned automobile coverage with blanket contractual
coverage for hired automobiles; and

h. A 30-Day written notice of cancellation, termination or material change.

(2) Proofof WSIA Coverage. Unlessthe HSP putsinto effectand maintains
Employers Liability and Voluntary Compensation as set out above, the
HSP willprovide the LHINwithavalid Workplace Safetyand Insurance Act,
1997 (“WSIA”)Clearance Certificate and anyrenewalreplacements, and
willpayallamountsrequiredtobe paidtomaintainavalid WSIA Clearance
Certificate throughoutthe term of this Agreement.

(3) AllRisk Property Insurance on property of every description, for the term,
providing coverage to a limit of not less than the full replacement cost,
including earthquake and flood. All reasonable deductibles and self-
insuredretentions are the responsibility of the HSP.

(4) Comprehensive Crime insurance, Disappearance, Destruction and
Dishonest coverage.

(5) Errors and Omissions Liability Insurance insuring liability for errors and
omissions in the provision of any professional services as part of the
Servicesorfailureto performany such professional services, intheamount
of notless than two million dollars per claim and in the annual aggregate.

(c) Certificates of Insurance. The HSP will provide the LHIN with proof of
the insurance required by this Agreement in the form of a valid certificate
of insurance that references this Agreement and confirms the required
coverage, on or before the commencement of this Agreement, and renewal
replacements on or before the expiry of any such insurance. Upon the request
ofthe LHIN, a copy of each insurance policy shall be made available toit. The
HSP shall ensure that each of its subcontractors obtains all the necessary
and appropriate insurance that a prudent person in the business of the
subcontractor would maintain and that the Indemnified Parties are named
as additional insureds with respect to any liability arising in the course of
performance of the subcontractor’s obligations under the subcontract.
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ARTICLE 12.0 — TERMINATION AND EXPIRY OF AGREEMENT
12.1 Termination by the LHIN.

(a) Without Cause. The LHIN may terminate this Agreementat any time, for any
reason, upon giving at least 60 Days’ Notice to the HSP.

(b) Where No Appropriation. If, as provided for in section 4.3, the LHIN does
notreceive the necessary funding fromthe MOHLTC, the LHIN may terminate
this Agreementimmediately by giving Notice to the HSP.

(c) For Cause. The LHIN mayterminate all or part of this Agreementimmediately
upon giving Notice to the HSP if:

(1) inthe opinion of the LHIN:

a. the HSP has knowingly provided false or misleading information
regarding its funding request or in any other communication with the
LHIN;

b. the HSP breachesanymaterial provision of this Agreement;

c. the HSP is unable to provide or has discontinued all or part of the
Services; or

d. itis not reasonable for the HSP to continue to provide all or part of
the Services;

(2) the nature of the HSP’s business, or its corporate status, changes so that
it no longer meets the applicable eligibility requirements of the program
under whichthe LHIN providesthe Funding;

(3) the HSP makes an assignment, proposal, compromise, or arrangement
for the benefit of creditors, or is petitioned into bankruptcy, or files for the
appointmentof areceiver; or

(4) the HSP ceasesto carry on business.

(d) Material Breach. A breach of a material provision of this Agreementincludes,
butis not limited to:
(1) misuse of Funding;

(2) afailure orinability to provide the Services as setoutinthe Service Plan;

(3) afailureto providethe Compliance Declaration;

(4) afailure to implement, or follow, a Performance Agreement, one or more
material requirements of a Performance Improvement Process or of a
Transition Plan;

(5) afailuretorespondto LHIN requestsinatimely manner;

(6) afailureto: A)advise the LHIN of actual, potential or perceived Conflict of

Interest; or B) comply with any requirements prescribed by the LHIN to
resolve a Conflict of Interest; and
(7) aConflict of Interest that cannot be resolved.

(e) Transition Plan. In the event of termination by the LHIN pursuant to this

section, the LHIN and the HSP will develop a Transition Plan. The HSP agrees
that it will take all actions, and provide all information, required by the LHIN to
facilitate the transition of the HSP’s clients.

Termination by the HSP.

(a) The HSP mayterminatethis Agreementatanytime, foranyreason,upongiving

6 months’ Notice (or such shorter period as may be agreed by the HSP and

the LHIN) to the LHIN provided that the Notice is accompanied by:

(1) satisfactory evidence that the HSP has taken all necessary actions to
authorize the termination of this Agreement; and

(2) aTransition Plan, acceptable to the LHIN, that indicates how the needs
of the HSP’s clients will be met following the termination and how the
transition of the clients to new service providers will be effected within the
six-month Notice period.

In the event that the HSP fails to provide an acceptable Transition Plan, the
LHIN may reduce Funding payable to the HSP prior to termination of this
Agreementto compensate the LHIN for transition costs.

Opportunity to Remedy.

(a) Opportunity to Remedy. If the LHIN considers that it is appropriate to allow

the HSP an opportunity to remedy a breach of this Agreement, the LHIN may

give the HSP an opportunity to remedy the breach by giving the HSP Notice

of the particulars of the breach and of the period of time within which the HSP

is required to remedy the breach. The Notice will also advise the HSP that the

LHIN mayterminatethis Agreement:

(1) atthe end of the Notice period provided for in the Notice if the HSP fails to
remedy the breach within the time specified in the Notice; or

(2) priorto the end of the Notice period provided for in the Notice if it becomes
apparentto the LHIN thatthe HSP cannot completely remedy the breach
within that time or such further period of time as the LHIN considers
reasonable, or the HSP is not proceeding to remedy the breach in a way
thatis satisfactory to the LHIN.

(b) Failureto Remedy. Ifthe LHIN has provided the HSP with an opportunity to
remedythe breach, and:

(1) the HSP does not remedy the breach within the time period specified in
the Notice;

(2) itbecomes apparentto the LHIN that the HSP cannot completely remedy
the breach within the time specified in the Notice or such further period of
time asthe LHIN considersreasonable; or

(3) the HSPisnotproceedingtoremedythe breachinawaythatis satisfactory
to the LHIN,

then the LHIN may immediately terminate this Agreement by giving Notice of
terminationtothe HSP.

Consequences of Termination. If this Agreement is terminated pursuant to this
Article,the LHIN may:

(a) cancel all further Funding instalments;

(b) demandthe repaymentofany Funding remaininginthe possession orunder
the control of the HSP;

(c) through consultation with the HSP, determine the HSP’s reasonable costs to
wind down the Services; and

(d) permitthe HSP to offsetthe costs determined pursuantto section (c), against
the amount owing pursuantto section (b).

Effective Date. Termination under this Article will take effect as set outin the Notice.

Corrective Action. Despite its right to terminate this Agreement pursuant to this
Article, the LHIN may choose notto terminate this Agreementand may take whatever
corrective action it considers necessary and appropriate, including suspending
Funding for such period as the LHIN determines, to ensure the successful
completion of the Servicesinaccordance with the terms of this Agreement.

Expiry of Agreement. If the HSP intends to allow this Agreement to expire at the end
of its term, the HSP will provide 6 months’ Notice (or such shorter period as may be
agreedbythe HSP and the LHIN) to the LHIN, along with a Transition Plan, acceptable
tothe LHIN, thatindicates how the needs of the HSP’s clients will be metfollowing the
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13.1

expiry and how the transition of the clients to new service providers will be effected
within the 6-month Notice period.

Failureto Provide Notice of Expiry. If the HSP fails to provide the required 6 months’
Notice that it intends to allow this Agreement to expire, or fails to provide a Transition
Plan along with any such Notice, this Agreement shall automatically be extended and
the HSP will continue to provide the Services under this Agreement for so long as
the LHIN may reasonably require to enable all clients of the HSP to transition to new
service providers.

ARTICLE 13.0 — NOTICE
Notice. A Notice will be in writing; delivered personally, by pre-paid courier, by any
form of mail where evidence of receipt is provided by the post office, or by facsimile
with confirmation of receipt, or by email where no delivery failure notification has been
received. For certainty, delivery failure notification includes an automated ‘out of office’
notification.

No representations will be made or acts taken by
either party which could establish or imply any apparent relationship of agency, joint
venture, partnership or employment and neither party will be bound in any manner
whatsoever by any agreements, warranties or representations made by the other party
to any other person or entity, nor with respect to any other action of the other party.

This Agreementandtherights, obligations and relations of the parties
hereto will be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the Province
of Ontario and the federal laws of Canada applicable therein. Any litigation arising in
connection with this Agreementwill be conducted in Ontario unless the parties agree
inwriting otherwise.

Survival. The provisionsin Articles 1.0, 5.0, 8.0, 10.5,11.0, 13.0, 14.0 and 15.0 will
continue in full force and effect for a period of seven years from the date of expiry or
termination ofthis Agreement.

Further Assurances. The parties agree to do or cause to be done all acts or things
necessary toimplement and carry into effect this Agreement to its full extent.
